WAITING LIST FAQ’S

Who is eligible to be placed on the waiting list?  
The waiting list policy for Tyndall AFB Child Development Center (CDC) give priority to active duty military and DoD civilian personnel stationed on Tyndall AFB.
What are the different priorities?   
Priority 1:  All single/dual military and single/dual command sponsored DOD civilians.
Priority 2:  All active duty and command-sponsored civilians with a spouse who is working full-time outside the household or a full-time student.

Priority 3:  All other eligible patrons.
What do I need to do to place my child(ren) on the waiting list?  Parents requesting care must fill out DD Form 2606 and attach a copy of orders.  The CDC can provide this form, or it can be accessed at  http://www.325fss.com/facilities/cdc.php
Can my child be placed on the waiting list before PCSing to Tyndall AFB?

Placement on the waiting list for full time care can be accomplished prior to PCS moves by submitting a Request For Care Form, DD Form 2606 and a copy of your orders.  These forms are available at any AF CDC and can be forwarded to Tyndall AFB CDC via fax or email.   Once received, we will place you on the waiting list in the appropriate priority level according to the signature date on the DD Form 2606. Upon arrival at Tyndall, it is advisable to contact the CDC to update information such as: current phone numbers and your organization location, etc. A follow up telephone call for fax submissions is also recommended. Positions are filled from the waiting list by the date of application according to priority.
What if I go up or down on the waiting list?
Since the waiting list is based on priorities, if you go down on the list that means that someone else with a higher priority has signed up for child care.  If you go up, that means you are going higher on the list due to other children being offered a slot or no longer needing care.

What if I need care for more than one child (siblings)? 

You will need to fill out DD Form 2606 for each child to be placed on the waiting list.

How do I know if I am moving up the waiting list?  

You will be contacted every two months to keep the waiting list up-to-date.  
If there is a waiting list, what other options are available to help me find child care?
If there is a waiting list in the CDC, you will be referred to the Family Child Care Office (283-2266) and given a current provider listing.  If space is not available in a Family Child Care home, the family will be referred to the Early Learning Coalition of Northwest Florida Child Care Resources and Referral (850-747-5400)
